2013 Review/Outlook
Bounced back after two straight down years offensively producing close to his career average PPG (0.75) after averaged 0.66 PPG between 10-11 and 11-12 -.. extremely streaky - blanked in 23 of 44 games, married with 8 multi-point games.. steamed along at a point a game pace in Feb/Mar (25-11-12-23) despite missing four games with a hip flexor, Feb.7-11 ... enjoyed a memorable return to the line-up netting his fifth career hat-trick, scoring his 200th career goal on his way to a four game tear (4-4-5-9) that produced almost a third of his points for the season .. relatively healthy following three straight injury-riddled seasons.. scored almost half his points on the PP (5-10-15) leading the team  in points, assists, and tied for 1st in goals .. expect a drop in production without replacements for Tanguay and Iginla.. Feaster has speculated on trading Cammalleri, but contract makes that a challenging proposition .. 4 time 20 goal scorer will peak some interest .. but injury concerns throw a shadow over any upside gained in greener grasses. 

Scouting Report
A more quick and sneaky skater than straight-ahead fast .. excels on the powerplay due to crafty in-close skills and excellent playmaking tempo .. clever at finding open spots in coverage and setting up for a searing one-timer .. superb eye-hand co-ordination .. dangerous coming off the halfboards with a flair for driving the puck to prime shooting areas .. not a hitting presence, yet still creates turnovers thanks to strong anticipation and a quick, skilled stick .. success hinges on a brave, competitive approach due to his compact stature and speed deficiencies .. must keep his feet driving in puck pursuit and strive to make greater commitments in the defensive quarter as his down-low coverage gets soft and passive.
2011-12 Report .. Helped solidify the top six during his second stint in Calgary, after being run out of Montreal in a bizarre January trade .. caused an uproar with newspaper comments about playing ‘like losers’ – and was shipped out the next day, informed of the trade following the second period of a game .. shifted back to center with the Flames and looked more involved, getting back deeper on coverage .. left a void during an eight-game absence down the stretch to an upper-body injury. 
Lee Stempniak
2013 Review/Outlook
Well-travelled journeyman surprised with a career year (47-9-23-32) .. tied for the team scoring lead in a well-rounded contribution.. led in shots, assists .. leading the NHL in short handed points .. second on the team in take-aways and in plus/minus (+2) pacing all forwards in SH TOI (1:55) .. a five-game point streak (1-6-7) in March was immediately followed by a 5-game scoreless drought in an otherwise consistent season ..  the exodus of offensive talent won’t help his numbers ..  central component to this beleaguered group, however, and has earned the premium ice time that goes with it. 

Scouting Report
The former Dartmouth captain brings some weapons such as a heavy shot and quick, compact shooting release .. generates good acceleration and top speed from a long, pronounced stride .. makes an impact playing a power game, namely driving hard to the net and finishing checks .. however, his intensity and courage levels go in and out .. comes up soft in physical challenges and stands watching defensive sequences .. staying involved is a task – tends to fade to the background when his confidence dips .. doesn’t protect the puck vigilantly enough despite being a solid puckhandler .. able to create space for himself with quick-handed 1-on-1 moves – but often gives it right back – by stickhandling into coverage or bypassing a shooting opportunity .. misses awareness in possession – which has factored in a streaky scoring history.
2011-12 Report .. Fell to the lowest totals since his rookie year in `05-6 – thanks to a high ankle sprain (late-Jan) that cost him 21 games .. injected a spark at times in the opening two months while bouncing around Calgary’s lineup – and was just hitting stride (13-6-3-9) when he plunged into a 15-game goal drought .. an enigmatic one – joining his fifth team in the past five seasons.
Jiri Hudler
2013 Review/Outlook
Signed along with Dennis Wideman to provide offence in the last year of denial of the Iginla era .. earned his $4 million a year, 4 year contract in a solid season with some uneven stretches ..  made immediate impact  after missing the first three games to attend his father’s funeral (8-4-5-9), enduring a tough slump (7-0-1-1), to mark a 60 point pace by the 30 game mark (30-7-15-22) .. ultimately joining teammates in a post trade deadline funk (12-3-2-5) ..  achieved the 50 point and 20 goal mark twice in the past three NHL seasons .. not too far removed from career high 57 points in 08-09 and point a game season in the KHL (54-19-35-54) in 09-10 .. enters the 13-14 season as the top LW on the squad and prime power play duty .. alongside the weakest offensive group in the NHL .. i what you see is what you can expect in his prime at 29 years .. expect 20 goals, 45 – 50 points in a typical season with some quiet moments.
Scouting Report
A crafty pint-size playmaker .. excellent in-close control and awareness of playmaking options .. light, upright skater with good quickness .. excels at exploiting space as he is a sneaky skater and tricky puckhandler .. patient and creative .. stronger and more balanced on his feet which has increased his effectiveness in traffic .. still loses strength battles .. opportunistic – excels playing an energetic, up-tempo game .. still underwhelming defensively however which limits icetime .. makes some critical errors in judgment at times.
2011-12 Report .. Bounced back with a career-high 25 goals – overcoming an early 20-game drought (20-0-8-8) to suddenly rediscover his scoring touch in December .. fizzled on the power play, yet proved vital at even strength – leading Detroit with 23 goals – thriving in a cohesive fit alongside Henrik Zetterberg .. elevated puck-pursuit efforts and also displayed a larger net presence last season, reaping benefits from a successful summer conditioning program under renowned UFC trainer Jonathan Chambers .. streaky scorer – posted a plus-25 at home – and minus-15 on the road .. decent in the playoffs – scored in each of the final two games.
Curtis Glencross 
2013 Review/Outlook
Gritty competitor named assistant captain quietly arrived as a consistent goal threat ..  on pace for 30 goals after scoring 50 in the prior two season, leading the team with 15 ..  model of consistency never going pointless more than 3 games .. punctuated by a 5 game point streak Mar 12 – Mar 22 (5-5-3-8) .. battling style of play has kept him from playing a full season in the NHL .. missed time due to minor injuries.. ending his season on (Apr19) with a grade 2 MCL sprain sidelining him 4 to 6 weeks .. reportedly fine to start the season but a pattern to be noted .. multi-faceted player (14:22 ES, 2:38 PP, 1:13 PK) .. goal scoring role on the top line and PP awaits. 
Scouting Report
A tough mid-sized winger .. plays a subtle power game – succeeding with a steady tenacity and compete level .. not a flashy skater – smooth in turns .. generates deceiving power .. a north-south threat who excels driving outside defenders and exploiting a heavy shot and swift shooting release .. responsible two-way presence – tracks back deep – and also injects a physical element .. excels as a forecheck torpedo, dishing out forceful hits .. not a pure puckhandler – misses some in-close control – and can labour with passing accuracy .. drives hard to the net .. takes some unusual routes attacking – often entering the offensive zone in the wake of the puckcarrier .. labours to control his temper at times.
2011-12 Report .. Finished second on Calgary with a career-high 26 goals despite missing 15 games including 13 to a January knee injury .. teamed up with Olli Jokinen to spearhead the offense – and was leading the Flames with 18 goals at the time of his injury (45-18-15-33) .. scored in seven straight games upon his return – to post the NHL’s longest consecutive goal streak of the season (7-7-3-10) – and then went the next 11 games without a goal (11-0-4-4) .. guilty of some costly penalties last season .. emerged as the NHL’s most efficient sharpshooter, scoring on 23.6 percent of his 110 shots.
Mikael Backlund
2013 Review/Outlook
Projected as an important offensive piece for the Flames signed a two year contract worth $3 milllion prior to the season .. praised in off season by GM Feaster for his progress .. worked closely with coach Hartley and staff on becoming a more complete player with a physical edge .. arrived brimming with confidence to start the season after a scoring outburst alongside Patrik Berglund  in his hometown of  Vasteras Sweden (23-12-18-30) .. in game shape and ready to take the step patiently anticipated from the 2007 first round pick .. was felled once again Feb 8 (8-3-1-4) with a grade 2 MCL sprain .. returned on Mar 8 only to crack a bone in his foot Mar 17 hampering him the rest of the way (19-4-5-9) .. found to be fractured in end-of-year medical testing .. uncomfortable shades of a frustrating, injury filled 11 -12 .. the final year of his contract and a pivotal one in his career.
Scouting Report
A skilled forward with quick-strike capabilities .. creative passer and shooter .. possesses excellent protection skills plus an explosive release thanks to hands that are both quick and strong .. still maturing as a finisher – bears down hard on scoring opportunities but will rush delivery on occasion .. deceiving skater propelled by thick, powerful legs .. lacks some flair in his stride which tends to mask his efficient footwork and underrated quickness .. summons intense bursts of speed and energy in key situations .. a responsible player – steadily maturing defensively .. competes consistently away from the puck now, winning puck battles with his tenacity and speed .. still must guard against lapses while continuing to get stronger on his stick.
2011-12 Report .. Struggled to catch up to speed after missing the opening 14 games to a preseason broken pinkie finger that required surgery .. initially penciled in last fall to center a top line, but looked unusually tentative upon his return and wound up bouncing around the lineup .. his brave, aggressive style was just beginning to emerge in February when he suffered a season-ending dislocated shoulder and missing the final 26 games .. nowhere to go but up.
Dennis Wideman
2013 Review/Outlook
Signed a five year, $26.5 million contract in a final desperate attempt to capitalize on the Iginla/Kiprussoff era  .. arrived with a mandate to utilize his hard shot on the pass-happy flames he delivered leading the defense in shots (94), points (22) and  power play goals (4) .. on pace for a 40 point season which he has exceeded in three of the last four season .. a perfect fit to begin the season (13-3-7-10) .. getting stuck in a seven game pointless streak (Feb 18 – Mar 3) ..  finally caught in the April dearth of offense (13-2-2-4) .. further complicated by a broken finger (Apr -19) costing him two games in all .. 59% of his points delivered on the ninth ranked PP .. a team feat unlikely to be repeated .. delivered over 25 minutes a game in key situations (3:29 PP and 2:10 SH) .. meagre 16 take-aways while finishing tied for 16th among NHL defenseman in give-aways (37) highlight continued defensive lapses .. led the team in blocked shots .. too many offensive challenges in Calgary to expect much more.. sizable contract combined with a rebuild will keep him in rumour circulation .. new horizons change his fantasy value dramatically. 
Scouting Report
Stocky, smallish workhorse with deceptive toughness and skill .. effectively wields a strong, active stick on the penalty kill and also excels on the power play .. talented passer and puckhandler who creates openings for a heavy shooting arsenal .. struggles wildly with his accuracy however .. smooth and sturdy on his skates, though could use better agility and quickness .. has matured into a proficient puckmover while cutting down on the unforced errors – albeit still comes out flat some nights .. tends to lose focus and gets beaten 1-on-1 due to poor body positioning and preparation.
2011-12 Review
Rebounded strongly from a severe leg injury (hematoma) that ended his `10-11 campaign – to earn a selection to the NHL All-Star Game .. sat tied for second in scoring among NHL blueliners in February (55-10-28-38) – only to drop off dramatically thereafter – producing just 11 points in his final 41 games including playoffs (41-1-10-11) .. posted a team-worst minus-7 rating (tied) in a disappointing playoff performance for Washington (14-0-3-3).

[bookmark: _GoBack]Highly regarded leader and speculated “captain in waiting” with Iginla’s departure .. poised, steadying presence in key situations (2:10 PP, 2:43 SH) will be an asset to the increasingly youthful Flames .. a fading offensive touch since his breakout season in 2010-11 (PPG fell from .52 to .44, to .32)  .. marked by a skinny three power play points underlining a lack of high end imagination despite opportunity .. may be supplanted by Brodie in that role ..  brutal Jan/Feb (19-1-2-3) followed with a respectable Mar/Apr (28-3-9-12 - 0.43 PPG) - the opposite of most Flames .. versatile contributor led the team with 34 take-aways, finishing 2nd in blocked shots and 3rd in hits .. nominee for the King Clancy trophy for the player that best exemplifies leadership qualities on and off the ice.  
Scouting Report
Not overly tall but thickly-constructed with broad shoulders and a large wingspan .. strong puckhandler and a resourceful, heads-up puckmover .. feeds the breakout with smart outlet plays, exploiting good escapability .. strong, balanced skater with good footspeed .. smooth moving laterally .. pivots and transitions well – and boasts a lively acceleration gear .. thrives on the power play – distributes the puck smartly and is proficient at getting shots through traffic to the net .. also packs a good, accurate one-timer .. makes risky but constructive pinches .. aggressive, diligent and hard-working .. matured into a solid 1-on-1 defender .. sustains tight gap control, backed by solid positional sense and an active stick.
2011-12 Review
Played some outstanding hockey over the final two months to make up ground for a frustrating, injury-marred opening half .. newly-appointed assistant captain stumbled from the gate last fall before suffering a partially-torn hamstring tendon in December and missing 21 games .. the undrafted Toronto native is a poised and skilled rearguard .. exerts a calm and stabilizing influence on the backend .. used in all situations – averaged over 23 minutes per game .. credited with a team-high 127 blocked shots .. solid rebound candidate.

2013 Review/Outlook
Advanced leaps and bounds this season as one of the few “good news” stories in a bleak season .. resulting in a two year $4.25 million dollar extension July 31 .. displaying visible  offensive chops in Abbotsford (35-1-19-20, +5) drawing rave reviews for his skating and skill level from head coach Bob Hartley.. A rare non ‘flame-out’ after the deadline deals – ended the season on a very promising note (9-1-5-6, +2) four points delivered on the power play .. 4th on team in average ice time (17:35 ES 2:01 PP) responsibilities leapt with the departure of Bouwmeester .. rose to the occasion  not playing less than 22 minutes a game with a high of 28 minutes smooth skating defender makes smart outlet passes  and enthusiastically joins the rush.. started to play with confidence late in the season and take more risks .. making a strong case for 1st PP duty .. given his trajectory and the opportunity seems game to take another step next season .. invited to represent Canada at the IIHF world championships (7-0-1-1) a testament to his growing reputation

Bold, strong-skating puckrusher .. generates excellent propulsion from a wide, powerful stride and is aided by superb lateral agility .. smooth, soft passer .. orchestrates the breakout – proficient at long stretch passes .. adept opening up shooting lanes – with a gift for moving backwards ‘walking the line’ at the point .. overextends himself though, and is prone to careless turnovers .. displays impressive poise most of the time – and is steadily learning to simplify his game and be selective .. needs to keep increasing his overall tempo – gets caught in possession at times .. displays a good sense for when to pinch into the attack .. gradually maturing defensively – and gaining confidence in his physical play .. will benefit adding muscle, albeit is still quite strong for his size.
